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Abstract

The objectives of this research are to study 1) The level of management according to
management process of the first line managers in industry business in Bangkok area and perimeter. 2) The
level of managerial skills of the first line managers in industry business in Bangkok area and perimeter. This
research used mixed method research methodology; divided into 2 parts as follows; part 1 is a
quantitative research methodology, the analyzed data were collected by using a 5-rating scale
questionnaire. The population was 1,285 of the first line managers in Bangkok area and perimeter. The
sample consisted of 310 which determined by using Stratified Random sampling method and analyzed
collected data by using multiple regression. Part 2 was a qualitative research methodology by in-depth
interviews provided by key Informants from 10 of the first line managers in industry business in Bangkok
area and perimeter and selected by purposive sampling and the qualitative data are analyzed by content
analysis. The results of the research are as follows

The development of management according to management process and managerial skills of the
first line managers in industry business in Bangkok area and perimeter by overall is at high level with
average scores of 4.22 and when considering each aspect found that planning, organizing, leading,
controlling, technical skills, human relations skills and conceptual skills are at high level which considering
by average scores from higher to lower scores are controlling, technical skills, leading, conceptual skills,
planning, human relations skills, and organizing respectively. To determine by multiple regression analysis
the results showed that leading and controlling could predict dependent variables which are technical

skills, human relations skills and conceptual skills with significance level of 0.05.
